Her
designs made the cover pages in EXSAE
magazine and was featured in Who's Who in
Fashion during the 80's in the American mid-
stream fashion industry. In the early 90's, she
was founder and president of International
Images, Inc., a nonprofit organization that
launched the first Miss Nigeria for USA, and
Miss Africa International that provided a
scholarship foundation for international
students to help meet the needs of Africans at
large. Her mission was accepted and
recognized by the African government. The
organization was given a platform at the
Nigerian Consulate, African Embassies, and
the United Nations. Bishop Dr. King also
received an award as an honoree Citizen of
Tennessee in 1995.
